In
order to help blind people use a computer Dr. Tom Vincent has made a system that reads aloud what
has been typed.

He added a voice to a cheap microcomputer. "The computer is programmed to repeat each
letter as it is typed and to read what is displayed on the computer screen - it can be a letter, a word or
whole sentences. It is programmed to pronounce English words. If a word is not in its memory the
computer spells it. Any mistakes can easily be corrected. When the text is complete, a printed copy
can be made in the usual way.

The system has won a prize and is already in use, so blind students at a college in Wales can
use computers. Dr. Vincent is now working at an optical sensor that can recognize printed words and
read them aloud.

Such shops are very
universal and well-stocked. Moreover, we can order goods by telephone and with the help of
different catalogues and fashion magazines.

Going shopping in my city is a wonderful and instant way of participating in everyday life here. Most
shops in my place open at 9 a. m. and close at 8 p.m., they are opened from Monday to Sunday. Most
grocery shops are opened also on Sunday. Actually, there are many big and small shops in my
district. The largest department store is situated near my house and it houses everything from bags to
household gadgets and bed-linen. On the ground floor of it there is a spectacular food hall decorated
with tiles, which has splendid displays of fish, cheese , meat and other products; other departments
include china and glass, electronics and kitchenware. This department store is well-stocked and has a
gorgeous selection of different goods.

In my city there are some markets with an amazing range of goods. If you want to visit the biggest
market you need a strong pair of legs, comfy shoes and lots of time to wander around. The market
sells everything imaginable from tiny tin openers to massive TV sets, providing a diverse and
extraordinary range of shopping services.

Nowadays our life is getting more and more tense. People live under the press of different
problems, such as social, ecological, economic and others. A person should be strong and healthy in
order to overcome all difficulties.

The state of people’s body depends on how much time they spend doing sports. At least
everybody must do morning exercises every day. Healthy food is also important. The daily menu
should include meat, fruit and vegetables, milk products, which are rich in vitamins, fat, proteins and
etc.

Every country and every nation has its own traditions and customs. | think Russian cuisine
1sn’t much different from the British one, especially when we cook dishes: we boil, roast, fry or stew
our food identically.

But in fact there are some differences. One of them is having meals. In Britain people have
their meals five times a day. In Russia they eat only three times a day.

Some Englishmen begin their breakfast with a plateful of porridge but more often cornflakes
with milk and sugar; the others have one substantial course such as bacon and eggs, then comes toast
with butter and marmalade with tea or coffee. The Russian people mostly have some toasts with tea

or coffee for breakfast.
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At lunch time in any Moscow restaurant one usually finds cabbage-soup, mutton chop, steak
or fish with fried or mashed potato and salad, then follows a pie “washed down” with tea and coffee.
English lunch, which is usually eaten at 1 o’clock, starts with soup or fruit juice, then comes meat,
poultry or fish accompanied by plenty of vegetables and finally an excellent ending to a meal is a cup
of coffee — black or white.

English tea, the third meal of the day, is taken between 4 or 5 o’clock, is a very sociable time
and filled with milk, tea or coffee and biscuits.

Dinner is the most substantial meal of the day both in England and in Russia. The usual time
is about 7 or 8 o’clock. Dinner can include several courses.

As for me I try to eat 3 times a day, but sometimes I don’t have a thing all day. I am sure it’s
very bad for my stomach, but I’m a student and I haven’t got enough time. At the weekends | always
eat 3 or more times a day. | prefer Russian cuisine and | like when my granny or mom cooks my
favourite dishes.

How does a lake die?
(After L. Pringle)

People in the USA and Canada may read the headlines like “A Dying Lake”, “The Death of a
Great Lake”, “Lake Erie: a Dead Sea” in newspapers or see reports on television about Lake Erie.
This big lake is not dead yet, but it is in danger of dying.

Like many lakes in North America, Lake Erie was born more than 10.000 years ago. Its area
Is 25,746 square kilometers. Lake Erie is the oldest and shallowest of the Great Lakes, so it is natural
that it is dying faster than the others. But it is dying not only because a lot of soil, dead plants and
animal materials are carried into it.

Pollution is the great danger. Waste products of many kinds are brought into the lake by rivers
from cities and industries. Some of wastes kill fish and some kill the life on the bottom of the lake.
When plants growing in the lake die, they go down to the bottom. The same thing happens to plant
life that falls into the water. There they decay. But the process of decay is impossible without
oxygen, and in Lake Erie there is so much waste that most or all of the oxygen is taken from the
water. Most of the decay stops, and the wastes accumulate on the bottom. It was found that over
2,500 square kilometers of the lake’s bottom waters have no oxygen at all. As decay takes oxygen
from the water, the animal life becomes very difficult in Lake Erie. The fish that are best for food are
disappearing. They need very much oxygen.

The pollution of Lake Erie is a great danger not only for fish, but for people too, especially for
children. In many places swimming in its waters is impossible now because of the danger to their
health. Biologists think that Lake Erie will take not less than twenty years to clean it of undecayed
wastes if all pollution is stopped now. The City and state governments in both Canada and the United
States are trying to clean up Lake Erie and put a stop to the thousands of tons of industrial and city
wastes that flow into the lake. But progress is slow, and much money is needed, both by city and
state organizations and by factories to do the work well.

There is also another thing which specialists worry about: navigation on the Great Lakes.
There are many important ports both on the US side and on the Canadian side. Will the Great Lakes
be useful for navigation in future? The waste products thrown into the water by cities and industries,
together with the mud brought down by the rivers, may make the lakes very shallow and swampy and
useless for navigation. The Great Lakes may become swamp — land and lost in future to the economy
both of Canada and United States.

In the beginning we have got to enter
any browser you like. It could be an Internet Explorer, Netscape Navigator or Opera, etc. If we have
a broadband connection, we connect to the Internet at once. If not, we have to set up and connect to
our dial-up service. Finally, if we want to find some information in the Internet, we are to type an
address of this data in the browser we use or simply use the existing search-programs such as the
google search program, rambler search program, yandex search program or yahoo search program.

They are very simple and popular networks of sites. In these programs we can just type the word
or name of thing, we would like to find and then press enter. A search program solves this problem.
We get our results in the same window. After we get our results, we simply choose whatever site best
matches our query or keep searching.

Besides data, one can get from the Internet, we can also send and receive e-mail or electronic mail.
This internet service is cheaper than ordinary mail and much quicker. It is becoming popular day by
day. We can get some news from the Internet, because there are many informational servers in the
web.
